No travelling be- %
fore or after these times is allowed. Gate
times must be strictly adhered to and late
comers may be subject to a fine.

5. You are not allowed to drive “off-
road” or on roads with a “no entry” sign.

6. The feeding or disturbing of animals
is a serious offence. Remember, animals
see litter as food!

7. Overnight visitors must report to re-
ception before occupying accommodation
or camping.

8. Rules and regulations are enforced
under the National Environmental
Management: Protected Areas Act,
2003 (Act no. 57 of 2003) and transgres-
sion can result in a fine.
